LIBRARY SERVICES UNDER THREAT! 
Central Beds Council has issued a document outlining proposed 
changes to library opening times across the county, at first sight 
these seem innocent enough but there are serious problems for 
many users. The proposals are: 
 
Dunstable, Leighton Buzzard: 
 Tuesday to Friday, 9am-6pm; Sat 9am-4pm 
 
Biggleswade, Flitwick, Houghton Regis, Sandy, Shefford: 
 Tuesday to Friday, 9am-6pm; Sat 9am-1pm 
 
Ampthill, Barton, Potton, Stotfold, Toddington: 
 Tuesday to Friday, 2pm-6pm; Sat 9am-1pm 
 
This means there are no library facilities anywhere in Central Beds 
on Mondays (normally one of the busiest days in libraries), not too 
bad for casual readers but quite significant for those using 
reference or research facilities and an important day for job 
seekers dependent upon library communications services. If you 
are one of those affected by these proposals there is a 
consultation document available from the library or the council 
website. 
 
The Clifton Care Scheme is concerned that the use of library 
premises for our Wednesday afternoon ‘armchair exercise group’ 
will no longer be available from September and that so far there 
has been no response to requests for an alternative. This group has 
run very successfully with NHS trained leaders for over four years 
(at no cost to the community) and has been enormously beneficial 
to many residents with a variety of mobility/health problems.

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Streetwatch  
 
June and July crime statistics are now being supplied 
by a band of volunteers from within Central Beds 
Street Watch Teams, details of those months 
thankfully show crime in Clifton remains relatively 
minimal. However, as I’ve said many times, any 
crimes, especially burglaries are very distressing and traumatic for the 
victims, so it’s our responsibilities to help our residents, neighbours and 
friends, to try and prevent these horrible attacks by being the eyes and 
ears of our community. 
 
In June there was a burglary in an out-building on a property in Grange 
Street.  There were also miscellaneous thefts in Bilberry Road.  Further 
problems of a more serious nature occurred in Grange Street when 
there was an attempted burglary of a dwelling, maybe these two 
incidents were related, did you notice something?  
 
Threat to commit criminal damage was also carried out in the same 
area of Grange Street and Church Street and residents suffered 
interference with motor vehicles at the end of July.
