However, if your family is entitled to Free School Meals 
(FSM) through Central Bedfordshire due to income support etc. please 
make sure you apply on 0300 300 8306 between 8.30am - 5.30pm. 
You will need your national insurance numbers to hand and your 
child’s date of birth. Please DO NOT confuse the government initiative 
of free school meals for key stage one pupils implemented on 1st 
September 2014 with FSM that all key stage pupils are entitled to if 
your family meets the criteria. The school receives extra funds known 
as pupil premium for all registered FSM children which was over
