Even the magazines we read are
literally full of adverts virtually created by Photoshop and by airbrush
artists, not real models or real people with, God forbid, wrinkles or
blemishes. What are we becoming? Why are we letting ourselves become
un-tethered to our core beliefs?

Rather than shrugging our shoulders and merely reciting, “Whatever!” ...
whatever we believe in should be recited and/or proclaimed by means of
language, fashion, habit and convention. By abdicating our beliefs and
falling in with the ‘great grey’, we lose ourselves. If salt loses its saltiness,
how can it regain it? Have salt, be different, seek the strength within you
to live as unique a life as God has set before you, and be thankful for
being who you are... and be at Peac«zr with yourself and each other.

o The Parish Council met on Thursday October 8". At
o T this meeting attended by 10 Parish Councillors, the
Central Bedfordshire representatives and the Clerk Mr
Stephen Langton was elected to fill the vacancy
caused by the resignation of Mr R. Bullen who is mov-
ing away from Clifton shortly. Two local residents attended the
Public Forum to voice concern about damage to the environment
and possible harm to wildlife following tree clearance.

Amongst reports presented it was learned that the memorial
stone would shortly be installed and the War Memorial would be
re-dedicated on Remembrance Sunday. Arrangements to have
Church Street and part of Grange Street closed from 10.45 am
for the duration of the service at the War Memorial on Sunday 8"
November are in hand.

Mr Livesey reported on the recent visit of the judges for the East-
ern region of the Calor Village of the Year.

Central Bedfordshire Highways department notified the Council
about re-surfacing of roads in the village and this was noted. An
order has been placed with the Highways Department to com-
plete the Heritage lighting scheme in Grange Street and this pro-
ject is due to be completed in the New Year.

Spoons to Love Spoons.” A Pharmacist by profession he carved his
first love spoon in August 1977. A love spoon is made from 1 block of
wood, the word spoon derives from the old English “Spon” meaning “A
chip of wood,” hence the saying “A chip off the old block.” The original
love spoon, which was used for eating, was made from Sycamore
wood as this did not affect the taste. Each member of a family would
have their own individually carved spoon. Mark carves spoons for
members of his family and friends.

The next design was the days of wine and roses using a tall black
metal stand with flowing foliage and pink Roses, Cherry Laurel, Smoke Bush
and Bunnies Ears to represent the bubbles in the bottle. When completed
Lesley placed a bottle of Champagne in the bottom of the base and then pro-
duced a second placement on a larger metal stand.

After the refreshment break Lesley’s next design used a tall white metal grid
with a placement in the top corner and a second placement diagonally to the
bottom corner, both used lvy trails, Passion Flower, Common Fern and green
Carnations. The next design was for harvest based on an oblong metal stand
with red Gladioli, red berries, red Roses, orange Spray Carnations and mixed
foliage.

The last design interpreted misty days with a tall piece of driftwood in the mid-
dle and another through the centre with Senecio and Ramnus (Buckthorn)
foliage, yellow Gerbera and orange Alstroemeria.
