trespass upon each other’s identity now and again.  Do you use them 
interchangeably?  Are they, for you, the same thing? 
 
A place is most often subject to gravity and, therefore, is rooted in something 
or somewhere.  A place can be demarcated, gains boundaries, is established 
by borders or parameters and, often enough, gains limits and/or limitations.  In 
time, when we come to occupy a place, we begin to establish rules and 
regulations (written or implied), thereby creating even deeper roots and 
‘establishments’.  Naturally, these same established creatures can evolve or 
become extinct, outmoded, obsolete, or at worst ‘quaint’ and needing to be 
‘preserved for posterity’.  Place is somewhere we can belong, or not.  Place 
can also be something to which we attach ourselves, or not. 
 
Space, on the other hand, is devoid of gravity and is rootless, by its very 
nature.  We come to occupy space by our very presence.  We invade space.  
Once we stop, however, we take up space and begin to create a place.  
Space is the in-between.  Between two places there is space or room, if you 
like.  Places take up space, occupy space, and inhabit space.  Space, is 
ethereal, without form and void. 
 
We hallow places with our very presence, our very being.  When there are two 
or three of us together, the place changes character.  We can occupy space 
alone, and nothing comes of it.  So be it.  But watch what happens when we 
begin to occupy each others’ place or space.  When we share space or 
occupy a place, there are two outcomes: we get along or do not.  If we do not, 
all hell breaks loose.  If we do, God bless us!  If we get along, the place 
becomes hallowed or holy, as it honours God.  Hallowed places need not only 
be churches, synagogues, mosques, etc., but can be homes, shops, or 
heaths.  I pray that each of us finds the sharing of place and the communal 
occupying of space to be mutually blessed and comforting, bringing upon us 
perpetual Peace.  No matter where we are, if we share that space with 
another, I pray we honour each other in mutual respect and peace, much like 
what makes us the Village of the Year…and then some.  Pax!

DID YOU KNOW:DID YOU HEAR? 
 
 
There are 9.7 million hearing impaired people in the UK and 1 in 4 
adults over the age of 55 suffers from a loss of hearing.  When you 
lose your hearing you lose contact with people. 
 
Biggleswade Sandy Lions recently hosted a Deaf Awareness session 
attended by Lions from Ampthill, Bletchley and Stevenage, given by 
Lion Penny Tregillus, a fully qualified trainer,  This covered the causes 
and types of deafness followed by how to communicate effectively with 
the hard of hearing.  These courses are aimed in particular at people in 
contact with the general public in commerce, medical/nursing practice 
or other professions.  No charge is made to charitable organisations for 
this training, but one is made to commercial organisations just to cover 
the costs.  For more information, call Penny on 01525 379973 or email 
tregillus@hotmail.com 
 
The Lions Hearing Trust, a non profit registered charity has produced a 
Deaf Awareness card to be used by hearing impaired people to show 
people they have difficulty in hearing and also how a hearing person 
can effectively communicate with them – 5 simple guidelines.  In 
addition, a safety door hanger for use in hotels has also been produced 
to bring assistance in cases of an emergency.  Both are available from 
Biggleswade Sandy Lions free of charge.  Call either Roger Wolburn

Finally, the Royal National Institute for Deaf People will give you a five 
minute telephone hearing check if you feel you are not hearing as well 
as you used to and therefore missing out.  Calls from a BT landline 
cost up to 5p per minute – other providers’ charges may vary.

Sustainable Rural Transport: Event Postponed. 

 
BEST, the Beds East Schools Trust, the College, the Central 
Beds Council and your Parish Council are all cooperating to 
bring a display of all the most interesting developments which 
are currently available for us to use to reduce the carbon 
footprint and the consumption of fossil fuel in the vehicles which 
travel on our highways and byways. This event, announced in 
the last edition of Clifton Chronicles, is now proving to be much 
larger than originally envisaged and accordingly it has been 
postponed until spring 2010 at a date to be announced. 
 
The new Central Bedfordshire Council is about to consider its 
own carbon footprint and the fuel consumed in the vehicles 
which it operates, or hires with the Government targets for CO2 
reduction in mind.  So our initiative would appear to be most 
timely. 
 
Many of you will not currently be planning to change your 
vehicles for cleaner, greener models and will be unlikely to do 
so until either the age of the vehicle or the cost of  filling the 
tank forces such a move.  But for the students at our local 
schools which have adopted an engineering focus, it is 
important for them to be familiar with the changes which are 
now taking place.  For when the time comes for them to leave 
school and enter a trade or profession or to take up further 
study, they will need to specialise in the products and markets 
that are likely to grow rather than those which will probably 
decline.  This is particularly true if the change of technology 
involves a major change in the infrastructure and the systems 
used to supply the new fuels. 
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Public car parks and parking spaces at hospitals, surgeries, 
schools and supermarkets may have to consider coin in the slot 
or prepaid charging posts and private householders may create 
an income from recharging visitors cars. Even fast charging 
batteries may still require over 20 minutes to recharge to 80% full 
charge and pumps supplying hydrogen to fuel cell powered 
vehicles may only fuel six cars per day! So one fuel station per 
20 miles may be a thing of the past. 
 
The use of renewable energy to supply the nation via the national 
grid nearly always provokes the “not in my backyard” response. 
We want the energy supply but not the inconvenience of 
accepting the plant to produce it.  In the days before North Sea 
Gas and the National Grid we welcomed the local Gas Works 
and the local coal fired Power Station, without them we had only 
candles and oil lamps and boiled our water on the open fire.  
Interestingly the latest domestic energy system uses our own  
homes to harvest most of our energy needs using solar and wind 
power to generate hydrogen by electrolysis which can be stored 
and used for heating and cooking and for refuelling the hydrogen 
fuel cell car.  Electricity is then produced from the hydrogen gas 
by fuel cells as and when it is required for the TV, refrigerator, 
lighting, computer and the freezer.  The first installations are 
planned for the North East where they are unlikely to satisfy the 
wasteful appliances we currently use but they will certainly 
reduce energy bills considerably.
